What do we do?

Would you like to get involved?   You can spend as much or as little time as you wish to help promote Christian values in family life at home and abroad.

Aim

A worldwide society whose aim is the advancement of the Christian religion in the sphere of marriage and family life.

Five Objects

1. To uphold Christ’s teaching on the nature of marriage and to promote its wider understanding.

2. To encourage parents to bring up their children in the faith and life of the church.

3. To maintain a worldwide fellowship of Christians united in prayer, worship and service.
4. To promote conditions in society favourable to stable family life and the protection of 
children.

5. To help those whose family life has met with adversity.

Mothers’ Union is involved in most aspects of parenting, giving support and promoting conditions to provide a stable family life on a world-wide basis.

The work is organised through four units.   Each unit covers several departments - 

1. Action & Outreach

2. Faith & Policy

3. Publicity & Marketing

4. Finance.

In the Rochester Diocese projects include –

Supporting baptismal families and candidates

Organising “Away from it all Holidays” for families who have met with adversity

Running prison projects, helping in visitors’ centres and manning tea bars

Running the “Angel Tree” project at Christmas.

National projects include –

Campaigning for flexible working hours for families with children

Furthering HIV/AIDS awareness.

Membership is open to all who have been baptised in the name of the Holy Trinity and declare their support for the Aim and Objects.   

There are two main types of membership

Branch and Diocesan.

Prayer Department – 

Prayer is at the heart of the Mothers’ Union

Quiet days and retreats are organised and helpful prayer literature published,   

Members throughout the world maintain a continuous Wave of Prayer.   A few days in July are allocated to the Rochester Diocese for their link in the chain.

Indoor Members Prayer Circle –

Members who are housebound or restricted for any reason are kept in touch by newsletters.   They support each other and Diocese with prayer.
