Can I get married at Christ Church when I live in a different parish?
If you don’t live in our Parish, you may still be able to hold your marriage at Christ Church. 
The regulations state that, provided the church is available, couples may marry in:

· Their local parish (the parish where either of them lives)

· A parish where they were baptised and/or confirmed.

· A parish they have lived in for 6 months or more, at any time in their lives.

· A parish they have attended worship in for at least 6 months

· The parish their parents lived or worshipped in (during their lifetime)

· The parish their parents or grandparents were married in.
If these conditions do not apply, and there is good reason, you can apply for a Special Licence. There will be a fee for this licence, and approval is not guaranteed.

If you are not sure whether you qualify or not, come along and talk to us about it.  Most couples who would like to marry at Christ Church are able to arrange to do so.
